Welcome to Pic Six Sports! To ensure a positive, respectful, and enjoyable experience for all 

participants, we have established the following Code of Conduct. We expect all players, coaches, 

parents, and volunteers to adhere to these guidelines. 

1. Respect and Sportsmanship 

• Players: Always show respect to your teammates, opponents, coaches, referees, and 

spectators. Play fair and be gracious in both victory and defeat. 

• Coaches: Model and teach good sportsmanship. Encourage fair play and respect for all 

participants, regardless of the outcome. 

• Parents/Spectators: Support your child and the team by showing respect to players, coaches, 

and officials. Avoid negative comments and refrain from interfering with the game. 

2. Integrity and Honesty 

• Players: Play by the rules. Report any issues or concerns to your coach or league officials. 

• Coaches: Uphold the integrity of the sport. Make decisions based on fairness and the best 

interests of the players. 

• Parents/Spectators: Ensure that your behavior and actions are honest and fair. Support the 

league’s efforts to maintain a high standard of integrity. 

3. Safety 

• Players: Follow all safety guidelines and report any injuries or unsafe conditions immediately to 

your coach or team manager. 

• Coaches: Prioritize the health and safety of all players. Ensure that equipment is safe and 

appropriate for use. 

• Parents/Spectators: Respect the safety rules and guidelines established by the league. Be 

aware of emergency procedures and report any safety concerns to league officials. 



4. Behavior 

• Players: Display positive behavior at all times. No bullying, harassment, or disruptive conduct 

will be tolerated. 

• Coaches: Maintain a positive and encouraging atmosphere. Address any behavioral issues 

promptly and professionally.

• Parents/Spectators: Support your child's commitment to the team by ensuring timely 

attendance and participation. 

7. Compliance 

• Players, Coaches, Parents, and Spectators: Adhere to all league rules and 

policies. Failure to comply with the Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary 

action, including suspension or expulsion from the league. 

8. Resolution of Issues 

• Players: If you have concerns or issues, discuss them with your coach or team manager in a 

respectful manner. 

• Coaches: Address concerns or conflicts with players and parents in a professional and fair 

manner. 

• Parents/Spectators: If issues arise, contact league officials or a designated representative to 

resolve them appropriately.
